Explain BIDMAS, make sure that pupils realise that division and multiplication carry the same order of importance as do addition and subtraction. Check understanding using mini whiteboards and the questions on the slides, these are designed to draw out common misconceptions. 

Explain the 4 fours investigation to pupils. The investigation has been differentiated by minimising the number of operations which some pupils use.
Plenary
Class discussion

Ask pupils to share their calculations, do the rest of the class agree with their answer.
Refer to the original question, ask pupils if they can now identify the correct answer and give a reason.
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
