(details)
	Starter Activity
Students to work in pairs to answer the question
“I have £240. I want to buy 13 tickets to a pop concert. The tickets cost £15.50 each. Without working out the exact cost how can I quickly decide if I have enough money?”

Make it clear to pupils that you do not want them to give you an exact cost.
Main Activity

Mini whiteboard activity / explanation – Give pupils the opportunity to round to 10, 100, 1000 and to a given number of decimal places and significant figures. Use this activity as an opportunity to enable pupils to learn from one another.
Support Activity
Print the two slides to one page. Pupils to round to the nearest, 10, 100 and 1000 and position on the number lines provided.

Main Activity
Pupils to round to a given number of significant figures and decimal places. Explain to pupils that they do not need to complete both tasks but can move on to the extension activity when they feel confident rounding to a significant figure. 

Extension Activity

Explain to individuals or pairs of students how to use rounding to estimate the answer to calculations. Pupils to then complete the estimating activity.
Plenary
Pupils should choose one of the three questions to answer. Their chosen question should reflect what they learnt in the lesson. Look at pupils responses and for each question choose one pupil to share their response with the rest of the class. Encourage the rest of the class to agree or disagree with the response.
