	Learning Journey

Pupils to answer the self- assessment question and then date the learning journey to indicate their starting point. Throughout this unit of work pupils should be expected to refer back to their learning journey when choosing an appropriate task to work on.
Starter Activity 
Think / Pair / Share activity. (Pupils should think alone first then share their thoughts with their partner and then pairs of students share their thoughts with the rest of the class.) Pupils to identify the odd one out. Initially students choose based on which equations look different, e.g. they choose the equation with brackets. As the discussion develops pupils begin to identify equivalent expressions and start to discuss the value of the unknown in each equation.
Main Activity

Pupils to solve equations by eliminating common terms. In this lesson pupils will only work on equations containing positive terms. See power point slides for an explanation of this method.
Plenary
Think / Pair /Share – Can the same method be used when the equation contains negative terms?
