	Starter Activity 
Think / Pair / Share activity. (Pupils should think alone  first then share their thoughts with their partner and then pairs of students share their thoughts with the rest of the class.) Can you find the value of n? How did you do it? Encourage pupils to write an expression in each box, in the final box of the pyramid they should write an equation and solve it using the method introduced in lesson 1.
Main Activity

Pupils to complete the equation pyramids. They should refer to their learning journey when choosing which task to complete. Pupils that finish their 4 chosen pyramids can go on to create pyramids of their own.
Plenary
Class discussion, pupils to discuss what expression to write in each box and to solve the equation in the top box.
