	Starter Activity 
Think / Pair / Share mini white board activity. (Pupils should think alone first then share their thoughts with their partner and then pairs of students share their thoughts with the rest of the class.) All pupils to write an equivalent equation on their mini whiteboards.. Ask pupils to try to solve the equations and choose 3 pupils with different methods to share their methods with the class.
Main Activity

Pupils to solve equations using different methods. At the end of the lesson ask them to indicate which is their preferred method and to write an brief explanation of why, for example, some pupils may prefer the methods which they think are easier to understand, some pupils may prefer a methods because they find it quicker.
Plenary
Pupils to set up and solve an equation given the perimeter of a rectangle and an expression for the length and the width.
